Meet with the disciplees (at minimum) 3 times a month.

Keep the disciplees accountable to attend seminars (look below)
Keep them accountable to read through the Bible

Talk to them about sin.

Pray for ad with them.

Encourage and support them.
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The teaching component will be accomplished throsghminars.Adisciplee will be required to
attend around 34 seminarger semesteon Saturdays.
